
Billy Salisbury, a.k.a. “The Undercover Hippy”, is a singer songwriter and 
producer who brings together elements of folk, hip-hop, and reggae amongst 
other in�uences. The result is a selection of extremely catchy, politically 
charged and thought provoking songs, packed with imagery and performed 
with the voice of a man twice his size. His music is di�cult to de�ne, but has 
been likened to that of Jack Johnson, The John Butler Trio, Gomez and Xavier 
Rudd among others. However, Billy brings something new and unique to this 
genre with his soulful voice and lyrical depth. Think Ben Harper meets Gentle-
man and they play acoustic hip-hop around a camp �re.

Has single-handedly written, recorded and 
produced two albums worth of hit material.    
He is currently in negotiations with German 

label “Agogo Records” over a licensing 
deal.

   Has developed a large international follow-
ing on the Internet, both through Myspace 
and his own website. His songs are also 

highly popular in the podcasting community, 
getting regular airtime.

Has sold over 1000 copies of his debut album 
“They Feed on Greed”, marketing and selling 

the album himself through his websites and 
at concerts.

Has performed to large crowds at 
festivals such as Glastonbury, Secret 

Garden Party, Sunrise Celebration, Shambala, Small World, Sheepmusic, Nozs-
tock, Moor Music Fest,  Beach Break Live, The Workhouse Festival, Gazastock, 
and others. Has played many venues, ranging from small intimate solo 
performances in venues such as Belushi’s in Newquay, to gigs with full back-
ing band in large venues like The Opera House in Bournemouth. Billy also 
plays out regularly in his hometown of Bristol.

Has the uncanny ability of being able to improvise songs on the �y from 
words “thrown” at him by the audience. This is always hugely popular with 
smaller crowds, giving them the chance to interact with the performance.  

Having been in a few bands in Hereford during his early teenage years, Billy 
left the world of live music to become a DJ aged 16. He spent the next 7 years 
DJing and MCing to crowds across the UK, �nally ending up as the resident 
MC for the “Guerrilla Collective”, a drum and bass collective based in Singa-
pore, now signed to Goldie’s Metalheadz label. 

In 2002, Billy bought a guitar, sold his turntables, and began singing and 
writing once more. To make up for his then empty repertoire of 
songs, Billy would use his MC lyrics and put them to chords, and 
like this his distinctive style began to develop. Since then, Billy 
has been moving around a lot, playing in countries all over the 
world. Having just �nished a summer of back to back 
festivals, Billy is now based in Bristol. He is currently 
taking bookings for the year ahead. He can be 
booked as a solo performer or with a backing band.
